Dear Prospective Applicant: 
The GMR Foundation for Research and Education is seeking to partner with academic EMT and Paramedic educational institutions to administer our EMT and Paramedic scholarship program.

We recognize that high quality prehospital care begins with provider education. In some cases, the cost of EMT and paramedic education may prevent otherwise well qualified candidates from pursuing a career in EMS, especially in medically underserved areas in the United States.

For the 2023-2024 academic year, we intend to provide educational grants to support EMT and Paramedic education scholarships to be administered by EMT and Paramedic education and training institutions. Funds will be distributed from the GMR Foundation for Research and Education directly to the educational Institution.

EMT and Paramedic training institutions are invited to apply to become a scholarship site.

Scholarship Site Awards
Individual sites will be awarded funding for up to five EMT and/or three Paramedic scholarships. Grant awards are expected to be administered for the stated academic year with no option to roll over the funds to subsequent years.
The following scholarships will be made available to prospective and current students at partner institutions to advance their initial EMS education:
· EMT education– up to $1,500 per student
· Training institution can apply for a maximum of $7,500 (five individual scholarships at up to $1,500 each)
· Paramedic education – up to $7,000 per student
· Training institution can apply for a maximum of $21,000 (three individual scholarships at up to $7,000 each)
· Institutions may request BOTH EMT and Paramedic scholarships
· Training institution can apply for a maximum of $28,500: ($21,000 for three Paramedic scholarships at $7,000 each, and $7,500 for five EMT scholarships at $1,500 each)

Grant Guidelines
1.	Applying academic institutions must agree to the following: 
· Must be designated 501(C)(3) charitable organization by the IRS.
· GMR affiliates are not eligible to apply. 
· Award scholarships to individual students.
· Allow the GMR Foundation for Research and Education to use the name of the training program in promotional material. 
· Scholarships should only be awarded to students not eligible for funding through their EMS agency/employer. This scholarship is intended for students who truly show a financial need.
· Scholarship awardees must agree to share information with the GMR Foundation for Research and Education about their experience in receiving the scholarship, and how the scholarship helped them along their journey to an EMS career. 
· Student progress reports submitted to the GMR Foundation for Research and Education, at the mid-semester/class point and upon the completion of the course. 
· Provide photograph, student profile, and summary of achievement, for each award recipient upon completion of the program.
2.	Preference will be given to academic institutions that are:
· CoAEMSP/CAAHEP accredited.
· Institutions with students who have financial need and/or a high percentage of low income students. 
3.	Each training institution may determine its own criteria for awarding scholarships as long as awardees meet the criteria described above. 
4.	You may request a sample scholarship document.
5.	GMR & NCTI education sites are not eligible to apply for this grant. 
6.	In the event a scholarship recipient fails out of the program, the training institution must make every effort to recoup the funds, which at that point can be redistributed to another deserving student the next semester.
